Powering Up!

All fixtures must be powered directly off a switched circuit and cannot be run off a
rheostat (variable resistor} or dimmer circuit, even if the rheostat or dimmer

channel is used solely for a 0% to 1060% switch.

AG Voltage Switch - Not all fixtures have a voltage select switch, so please verify that the
fixture you receive is suitable for your iocal power supply. See the label on the fixture or
refer to the fixture's specifications chart for more information. A fixture's listed current
rating is its average current draw under normal conditions. Check the fixture or device
carefully to make sure that if a voltage selection swiich exists that it is set to the correct

line voliage you will use.
